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Study on Public Library Development Strategies for Empowering Resilient Cities

Abstract: Focusing on the connection between public libraries and the construction of resilient cities, based on
expert interviews and relevant studies at home and abroad, the study proposes a “Structure-Boundary-Norms +
Information”interpretive model. Utilizing this model, it analyzes the development strategies of public libraries
across four dimensions—mission, positioning, space, and resources—relative to the structural, boundary,
normative, and informational layers of resilient cities. The study shows that the development strategy of public
libraries for resilient cities will help to enhance the comprehensive competitiveness, social cohesion and cultural
identity of cities, and then contribute to the realization of the goal of building a strong cultural nation. In the
future, it is necessary to consider the inclusion of public libraries into the main body of resilient city construction
from the top-level design, and endeavor to promote the integration of public libraries into all aspects of urban
development.
